Parish Council Highlights:  
• A bid was accepted for repairing the 

roof at Sacred Heart Retreat House 
and will be forwarded to the dio-
cese.  Expenditures for other main-
tenance and repair needs were also 
authorized. Total estimated cost is 
approximately $12,000. 

• Counci l wi l l i nvest igate  re-
establishing a board to help man-
age/oversee the Retreat House. 

• It was decided to take the first steps 
of consulting with the diocese to 
plan scope and funding for some 
major future renovations to the Re-
treat House 

• Council approved the purchase of 
cabinets for storage of RE materials 

• Council approved preliminary con-
cepts for upgrading choir area. 
Once costs and designs have been 
worked up a proposal will be submit-
ted to the diocesan Arts and Envi-
ronment Committee. 

• Council will seek estimates for 
plants and materials to landscape 
the bare area in the parking lot, near 
the rectory. 

• Preparations for the Barlow Fair 
booth and the Nov. Ox Roast were 
reviewed. Your raffle tickets are 
coming soon; over 25 great prizes!
